The chord sequence is a classic
jazz progression that can be found in many tunes of the “Swing” era. ot bass
players, when the soloist warms up tey a ‘D Dominant 7 Pedal tone for the first
16 bars. Lhat will get the party jumping. For the soloist, the last playout phrase
is the same as played on ‘Djangology (page 14). The Robin Nolan Trio record-
ed this song on RNT 3 *Swings & Roundabouts”.

The progression is in A and uses the
major chotd instead of the conventional blues seventh. Jazz has been defined as
the coming togethetr of two basic inguedients. Che first is the TSlues’ and the sec-
ond is Gershwins “Rhythm Changes’. TOe will deal with both of these forms
more extensively next time around. /Sut for now it is important to get your blues
down. ‘Django wrote several blues and tecorded this tune towards the end of his

career. Qimmy ‘Rogenée’zg laid down a fierce version a couple of years ago on a
CD for Sony entitled *Sinti”. Sounds great played fast !!

Dark Eyes, Otchi Tchor Ni Ya, Les Yeux Noirs, the Gypsy anthem. Probably one of the most pop-
ular £ wropean folk songs of all time. Check out the CD - “Rosenbers Trio Live” at the North Sea
Jazz Festival in 1992. They lift the roof off with a breathtaking display of top flight six string virtu-
osity. Just like “ MNinor Swing” this song sounds great played up tempo. Again it must be pointed out
that the melody is recorded here in it's most simplistic form. Leawn it and add your own embellishments.
Dlay it in as’ any different positions on the suitar neck as you can find. On the 11th chotus Robin
introduces the shixffle feel from the second thythm guitar and this combined with the 4 to the bar walking

bass line pushes the\song’s dynamic to a climatic end. For bass players you can initiate serious havmon-
ic tension by playing an A Dedal note through the finst 6 bars of the progression. Lhis device should not
be abused. Lean to unleash it skillfedly. TOhen taking the head out “Robin plays the classic ascending
Django run, which you should have already come actoss on */Ninor Swing” (page 16.) The ‘Robin
Nolan Trio wecorded the song in 1996 on theit RNT1 CD “Robin Nolan Lrio”.
